Protocol Tip of the Month: 
The numerous protocols for the display and treatment of 
the American flag, both individually and in relation to other 
flags, have been laid out in precise detail and are precisely 
followed by all branches of the military.  As a daily practice, 
the American flag is the first flag to be hoisted in the 
morning at 0800 and is the last taken down at sunset.  The 
American flag is always positioned on the right.  When the 
national and military flags are carried in a procession, the 
national flag must be carried to the right, or centered 
ahead of the others.  In a procession, regiments and 
battalions carry Colors; divisions and brigades wear 
insignias on their sleeves and individual companies carry 
guidons (small flags) in the color of their divisions.  In times 
of mourning, the national flag is the only flag flown at half-
mast, it is raised to full-mast for a moment and then 
lowered.  At sunset, it is taken to full-mast for a moment 
before it is brought down.   The church pennant is the only 
flag that is ever flown either above the national flag or on 
the same halyard, this happens only during άŘƛǾƛƴŜ 
ǎŜǊǾƛŎŜǎέ on board an army vessel.
